Trust-Based Relational Intervention (TBRI     ) is an attachment-based, trauma-informed

intervention that is designed to meet the complex needs of vulnerable children.  The TBRI

Empowering Principles include Physiological and Ecological Strategies to meet physical needs.

Participants will learn to empower children by addressing nutrition, hydration, and sensory

needs and also assess and alter a child's environment to promote felt-safety and learning. 

 The TBRI       Connecting Principles include Engagement and Mindfulness Strategies to meet

attachment needs. Participants will learn to create connections that disarm fear, gain trust,

and enhance learning, all while developing the attachment relationship between caregiver and

child.  The TBRI      Correcting Principles include Proactive and Responsive Strategies to shape

beliefs and behaviors by disarming fear. Participants will learn how to teach positive behaviors

proactively and respond to fear-based behaviors while maintaining connection.
